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Despite the large number of analyzed works devoted to the study of the formation of a general cultural competence, it is
necessary to state, in pedagogical education, that the peculiarities of the formation of this competence by means of the
history of Ukrainian costume are not defined.

The structure of general cultural competence in three levels is analyzed: cognitive, value-oriented, communicative-
activity. The peculiarities of its formation by the future teachers of labor training by means of the Ukrainian costume, as well
as the ways to increase it, are determined.

The influence of the formation of general cultural competence is determined, in accordance with the topics of laboratory
classes in the discipline "History of Ukrainian Costume".

The author investigates that on the example of the history of Ukrainian costume students have formed a general cultural
competence. They become acquainted with the heritage of world literature and humanity, human values, make up their own
imagination and expand their worldview. The student is guided in the culture of today, the basic principles of national
education are formed.

This article outlines the basic qualities that are formed by a general cultural competence in the process of teaching
students at lectures and labs. During the fulfillment of the lab work, students take responsibility for themselves and other
people. The human values and feeling of beauty are expanding. During the production of underwear, waist, breastplate for
men and women, as well as hats, jewelry and shoes, students develop aesthetic qualities, develop a cultural self-
determination, cultivate a tolerant attitude to the values of Ukrainian culture.
